CCASA serves as 

the collective voice of sexual assault 

survivors and service providers in 

Colorado through education, training, 

public policy advocacy, and member 

support. 

•	 According to the National Intimate Partner 

and Sexual Violence Survey, 1 IN 2 
WOMEN and 1 IN 4 MEN in Colorado 

have experienced sexually violent crimes 

in their lifetime (NISVS, 2010).

•	 Studies show that 1 in 4 women and 1 in 

6 men were sexually abused BEFORE THE 
AGE OF 18 (CDC, 2006).

•	 OVER 50% OF TRANSGENDER 

individuals are survivors of sexual 

violence (FORGE, 2005).

•	 Persons with disabilities are sexually 

assaulted at rates that are MORE THAN 
TWICE the rate for persons without a 

disability (US Bureau of Justice, 2009).

•	 An estimated 20-25% of women will be 

victims of rape or attempted rape DURING 
COLLEGE (Fisher et al., 2000). 

•	 RAPE IS NOT AN ACCIDENT—rapists 

plan and premeditate their attacks by 

establishing trust, isolating the victim, 

providing drugs or alcohol, or otherwise 

creating vulnerability.

Training and Technical Assistance

CCASA represents its members’ interests by 
advocating for legislation that supports victims’ 
rights, ensures offender accountability, 
promotes prevention efforts, and sustains 
adequate resources. CCASA has been 
instrumental in the passage of legislation 
including:
•	 Eliminating the criminal statute of limitations 

for child sex abuse;
•	 Requiring mandatory reporting of abuse by 

clergy;  
•	 Criminalizing marital rape;

•	 Instituting lifetime supervision for sex 
offenders and creating the sex offender 
registry;

•	 Making the communications between an adult 
sexual assault victim and victim advocate 
confidential;

•	 Ensuring access to information about 
emergency contraception for victims of sexual 
assault; and,

•	 Safeguarding the Colorado Sex Offender 
Management Board.

CCASA works with statewide government and 
nonprofit agencies to advocate for the needs of 
victims, survivors, and our member agencies. 
CCASA participates in multiple statewide 
collaborative efforts, including the:
•	 Colorado Sex Offender Management Board (SOMB)
•	 Crime Victim Services Board at the Division of 

Criminal Justice (DCJ) Office for Victims Programs
•	 Sexual Assault Response Protocol Committee 

(CSARPC), a collaborative initiative by CCASA and 
the DCJ Office for Victims Programs

•	 Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners (SANE) Advisory 
Board

•	 Healthy Colorado Youth Alliance
•	 Colorado Network to End Human Trafficking 

(CoNEHT)
•	 Ending Violence Against Women (EVAW) Project
